For the glory of God

In 1 Corinthians 10:23 Paul quotes a maxim ap-
parently well known in Corinth at the time — “All
things are permitted” — but then qualifies it: “not
all things are beneficial [or] build up.” What if we
applied his words to our decisions? For example,
should we enjoy a cigarette if we’re old enough to
do so legally but others present have struggled to
quit? Technically, it would be “permitted” to have
a smoke, but it might not “build up” or be
“beneficial” for others nearby.

What if we know it’s not necessary to say
prayers every night, but we’re teaching a child
habits of the faith? Although skipping prayers a
few nights a week is “permitted” because it won’t
make or break our faith, maintaining that routine
— 1in shorter form if everyone is exhausted —
may help “build up” the child spiritually.

What if we all, by God’s help, made it a habit to
“not seek [our] own advantage but that of the oth-
er” — to do all, as Paul writes, “for the glory of
God” (vv. 24, 31)? From minor daily choices, to
how we vote, to how we use our money and re-
sources, to much more, it could make a huge dif-
ference! Surely, Paul believed so.
