Even if we do not 
know the names, we can appreciate the  
sacrifice they made.   
 This Memorial Day, if you have the day 
off or do something special, don’t think of  
it as just a day off. Remember that someone 
gave their life to defend our nation.  Family 
and friends grieved and we did not know it. 
Mothers, father, spouses, children, aunts, 
uncles and extended family all felt the loss. 
 Memorial Day is a time to remember the 
price that was paid by those who gave their 
lives for their nation. 
 We have a Christian memorial every 
Sunday.  It is the Lord’s supper or  
communion that we eat on the first day of 
every week.  We assemble to remember the 
price paid by Jesus and to remember the  
resurrection that demonstrated he was and  
is the Christ.

 There have been and still are some Christians who 
hold to the idea that Christians should not participate 
in government in any way, including voting in elec-
tions.  Space will not be used to address the issue, 
other than to say, it is not accepted. 
Our nation was unique in its founding, in that it is 
based on biblical principles, recognizing God and 
granting opposing views.

God’s got you 

In Roman 4 Paul writes: “If it is the adherents of the 
law who are to be the heirs, faith is null and the 
promise is void. … For this reason the promise de-
pends on faith, in order that it may rest on grace” (v. 
14, 16, NRSV). Here and elsewhere, Paul firmly ex-
plains that we are saved through God’s grace, or un-
conditional love, made known most profoundly in 
Jesus Christ. But this passage raises a question: If 
belief (trust, faith) reckons us as righteous before 
God, what if we don’t trust, can’t believe, have lost 
all faith? 

Pastor Martin Luther (1483-1546) assures us that 
even this is a gift of God: “I believe that by my own 
understanding or strength I cannot believe in Jesus 
Christ my Lord or come to him, but instead the Holy 
Spirit has called me through the gospel, enlightened 
me with his gifts, made me holy and kept me in the 
true faith” (The Small Catechism; emphasis added). 
Later in Romans, Paul declares that when we feel so 
lost (unbelieving, lacking in faith) that we don’t 
even know how to pray, the “Spirit himself inter-
cedes for us” (8:26, NIV). Rest assured, dear one: 
God’s got you.—Heidi Hyland Mann
